Protecting and Supporting the Rights of Religious Minorities and Promoting the Right to Freedom of Religion and Belief in the Middle East and North Africa
Ceasefire Centre for Civilian Rights 
Ceasefire Centre for Civilian Rights is a London-based international initiative focused on developing civilian-led monitoring of violations of international humanitarian law or human rights; securing accountability and reparation for those violations; and developing the practice of civilian rights. 
As part of a long-term project funded by the Norwegian Agency for Development and Cooperation, Ceasefire Centre for Civilian Rights is currently seeking proposals from civil society organizations (CSOs) to implement micro-projects aimed at monitoring and documenting violations against religious minorities and/or violations of the right to freedom of religion and belief in Lebanon. 

Terms of reference
Project proposals should aim to implement the following:
a) Monitoring and documentation of violations
Grants will be awarded to CSOs to monitor and document violations against religious minorities and/or violations of the right to freedom of religion and belief in the target countries listed above. Successful project proposals will present a clearly argued methodology showing how monitoring data will be collected and used to effect positive change at the local, national or international level.
Ideally, project activities will at least partly consist of field work.
The project should use the Ceasefire-MENA reporting tool to collect data on violations. The Ceasefire-MENA reporting tool is a secure online platform that supports reporting of human rights violations in both Arabic and English. Successful applicants will be offered a training on use of the tool at the start of the project. https://ceasefire-mena.ushahidi.io/ 
The amount available for each grant is 5,000 EUR for projects lasting up to maximum of 6 months in duration.
Applicants should consider the sensitivities of developing a project proposal relating to religious minority rights and freedom of religion and belief in the MENA region, and should only submit proposals for projects taking place in one of the countries listed.


Applicant Criteria
· Be a non-governmental or civil society organisation 
· Have a commitment to human rights and/or peaceful conflict resolution. 
· Be dedicated to inclusivity by involving religious and/or ethnic minorities in your community. 
· Have a strong track record of successfully delivered projects. 
· Have a registered organisational bank account. 

Project Selection Criteria
· An original approach to addressing the protection and promotion of religious minorities and freedom of religion and belief
· A well-argued project objective with focused outcomes and outputs
· Clear identification of target beneficiaries and/or audiences and a plan to reach them effectively
· A detailed budget (presented in EUR) that clearly represents value for money
· Project proposals that address the layered impact of other structural discrimination such as class, gender or race/ethnicity are particularly welcomed.
